PICTURES 

The pictures are next week, the first week of the four week rule.  The photographer will take individual shots of every student in every costume and headshots at no cost to you.  There is no obligation to purchase anything.  Within 10 days the proof will be on line for you to view.  If you are pleased, you will have the ability to order directly on line. Each class will be photographed at approximately the usual class time.  I rearranged the Wednesday schedule to accommodate for the dancers in both ballet and Irish and their curls.  Also if you are in PK K Ballet Tap on Tuesday and you can come early , please do.  This class usually takes a lot of time, so we will start individuals at 4:00.  Please make sure you come a half hour earlier than your normally scheduled class to change and do hair and make up before your actual class time, or if we are running ahead of schedule.  Any class scheduled at 6:30 or later can definitely expect to have their pictures earlier; by that time we are always running ahead.  No parents in the studio during photos this year, you may observe from the window.  Costumes are not to be worn to and from the studio.  The smaller studio will be used as a dressing room, and the pictures will be taken in the Ballet studio.  Hair and make up can be done at home prior to coming.  I will be making sure the studio is open by 3:30 every day that week so that every one has enough time to get ready.

TICKETS
Many of you have asked me about when tickets will be going on sale.  For those new to Bloomsburg School of Dance, the seating is reserved seating (not general, your tickets will have a specific seat number on them).  I begin to sell tickets at an announced day and time.  The person first on line may purchase seats in the front row.  We probably will sell out this year, but not the first day of sales.  Start asking your friends and family now about their intentions the day of the show.  Many people come early.  Be prepared for a long line.  Bring a book and your patience.  Be advised that your tuition for the year must be paid in full prior to purchasing tickets.  (Although you have until May 15th to make your May payment without late fees, it is due on the 1st and must be paid prior to purchasing tickets.)   You may purchase tickets for your family and friends and only 1 other dance family, and you may share the duty of holding your spot in line with that family.  Some one did break this rule last year, and I did know who it was.  In the future you will not be able to re-enroll if you break this rule.  If you ask someone else to purchase for you, be sure that you are paid in full for tuition, costumes and accessories.  Tickets will be $10 in advanced, and $15 at the door (if there are tickets left).  Tickets will go on sale Sunday, the 2nd of May at 3 p.m. at the Sportsplex.  Please make checks for tickets payable to Danielle Rock. Tickets will also be available at 6:30pm on Wednesday the 5th and 5:45 on Friday the 7th.  Please do not ask me to sell you tickets at any other time, as I do not have any other time to take away from teaching my classes.   Please don’t call me at my home to save you tickets.  Also for sale at that time will be DVD’s, T shirts, Camis, and Zip front Hoodies.
Picture Week April 13th -16th
Please wear your hair and make up according to instruction.  If you want to wear your hair or make up (ie: no make up) different for your individual shots, please have the individual taken prior to the group and quickly make the necessary changes prior to the group shot.  Make up for pictures is not applied as heavily as for stage.  For example, dark foundation and pancake are not necessary.  Please use neutral colors to enhance the eyes along with eyeliner and mascara, apply some blush (not too heavy for pictures), and lipstick.  Eye make up is the place where most parents go too sparingly, especially for stage.  If you get a chance to look at our group pictures, notice whose features stand out and how their make up looks.  Make up is not mandatory for Mommy and Me.  Parents of PK-K, do the best you can.  No eyeglasses in the group pictures, or dress rehearsal, or the show.  No Panties Anytime!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!  You may observe through the observation window.     
Hair For Pictures
All Classes:  No Bangs for group shots, dress rehearsal or the show.  If you want bangs for your individual pictures, have that shot taken first and then slick them back with Dep for the group shot.  Please get your costumes out and give them some time with the iorn over the weekend.  It will make all the difference for your pictures. Work carefully using a low setting and gradually work up the heat so to avoid melting your costume.    
All Ballet Classes:  No part and a bun at the crown of the head (where the back of the head meets the top of the head).  Also, please take the time this week to iron your tutu.  You will begin at the opening on the bottom layer and work your way round and round until you come out at the top.  Be careful with the setting on the iron.  When done properly, your net tutus will look like ribbon candy.  The results are well worth the extra work, and you will be glad you put forth the effort.  Don’t place the iron on sequins.
Jazz B: Low bun at the back of the head.
Jazz AB: Right side ponytail.
Jazz I:  Far right part above right eye and low bun.
Jazz A: Teased and Crazy.
PK-K Acro:  Center part and high pig tails.  
Acro B: Center part and high pig tails.
Acro I:  Center part with low pig tails..
Acro A: Left and right side pony tails.
Hip hop B: Half up in ponytail.
Hip-hop I: Half up in ponytail.
Hip hop A: Half up in ponytail.
Irish B: Half up and very curly.
Irish I:  Low bun.  
Irish A: Low bun.
Ballet/Tap PK-K: Crown of the head bun with no part, unwrap to pony for tap.  

Tap B: High ponytail.   
Tap I: Far right part over right eye and low bun.  
Modern: Half up in ponytail.
Ballet A: Crazy teased crown of the head messy bun.

Toe A: Right part over right eye, low left side bun.  

Ballet AB:  Roses to right side of bun.

Ballet B: Flowers to right side of bun.

Ballet B2:  Flowers to right side of bun.

You may share your best dance memories or the highlights of your time at the Bloomsburg School of Dance as well as or send a message to friends and Family in the audience, especially your parents.  Please make sure your speech is 30 seconds or less and is rehearsed rather than read off a piece of paper.
